	71-year-old gentleman with history of a grade 2 meningioma resected in 2017 with Dr. Senter treated with postoperative radiation.  He was admitted to an outside facility November for vascular disease of the right lower extremity requiring a right AKA.  He was found to have worsening drainage of a left craniotomy site transfer to Allegheny General for further evaluation and treatment.  OR with Dr. Yu 11/13/2019 undergoing a wound revision and washout with removal of mesh and biopsy of presumed meningioma.  Pathology is consistent with atypical meningioma, grade 2.  He had positive cultures intraoperatively for gram-negative rods and gram-positive rods and moderate appropriate bacterium.  Treated with IV antibiotics at direction of Infectious Disease with cefepime q.8 hours which has  been completed. During his admission on workup was found to have lung lesion undergoing biopsy consistent with spindle cell neoplasm, meningioma. He has been evaluated by Dr. Brian Thomas of Oncology at Jefferson Hospital with plans for follow-up in July and Dr. Makishi of radiation oncology.  He tells me he completed 4 treatments of radiation at Forbes to the lung lesion.  He has had lymph node biopsy and esophageal bx both negative 1/13/2020.

	61-year-old who had open biopsy of a large right parietal posterior frontal temporal lobe tumor with Dr. Aziz January 20, 2014.  Pathology is consistent a grade 2 astrocytoma.  He had presented with seizure at that time which has been managed by Dr. Valeriano.  He has refused any adjuvant treatment in the past.  Follows with Dr. Greenberg, and has been evaluated by Dr. Fuhrer in the past.  1-2 months of balance trouble, left hand weakness and dexterity issues.  MRI 4/20 with stable T2/Flair hyperintensity but progressed from 2017 studies.
